2. Prepared an action plan or workplan for its own future activities in relation to climate change?

Produced a toolkit, or does it provide advice & support, to help councils plan and implement climate change mitigation and adaptation actions in
their local areas?

Published case studies of best practice by councils in tackling climate change locally?

Run practitioner workshops (either regional or thematic) to help councils tackle climate change?

Run a conference, or session at a conference, on climate change?

Provides advice and support to businesses, or has worked with corporate partners in the private sector on climate change?

Produced guidance for parish and town councils?

Commissioned or undertaken research, or analysed climate change data at a local level?
